Instructions for AbSciCon 2004 abstract submission.

Download and open the template to the right. Type over the text or import from an existing document. Please check that all character styles (e.g. bold, italic, superscripts, Greek letters) are correct. The correct formatting has been included in the template within the “styles” command in word. Either British or American spellings are acceptable.

We encourage a half-page abstract (~250 words depending on number of authors and references) for submitted abstracts, and a full page for invited plenary speakers.  

Please follow the example abstract.

Follow these tips for having your abstract accepted. Make sure the title and introduction are comprehensible to the non-specialist. The relevance to Astrobiology must be clear. The “punch line” should be made plain. We realize that this last suggestion is not always possible, especially in the case of late-breaking reports from the Mars missions or laboratory experiments, but please do the best possible. We will try to accommodate some changes in extraordinary circumstances.

At the top of your submission, include which category you want your abstract to be in. Chose one of the following categories. If none is appropriate, chose “other.”
